The year 1824 was a significant one for Clevelalmithat year the building of
the Ohio Canal was begun. For more than twentys/a#ier that canal traffic was a
very important means of travel to the city. Inspgiby the success of the Erie Canal in
New York, Alfred Kelley, whom you remember as étieecorganizers of the Big Four
Railroad, used his influence in getting the Ohimn@lebuilt. By 1834 the canal, 309
miles long, extended south to Portsmouth on the @hier. It proved beneficial to
Cleveland, for, eleven years after the completibthe canal, the city’s population
increased from 3,323 to 12, 035, a gain of abot 8€r cent. It must have been a
picturesque sight to see Ohio “packets,” as thegeager boats were called, slowly
drawn along by three horses, with a boy driver ntedron the rear stud. This traveling
was slow, but it was pleasant and safe.
